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Dear colleagues and friends,

This is already the third issue of our annual jour-
nal to be published under the harsh conditions of
war. Despite blackouts, missile attacks, and con-
stant air raid alarms, we are able to present anoth-
er volume that brings together the results of recent
research on the ancient cultures of Ukraine and
the world, as well as discussions of current issues
in the fields of archaeology, museology, and herit-
age protection.

The present issue is devoted to the study of materi-
al culture — from prehistoric times to the modern
era. It focuses on sites, artefacts, and museum col-
lections whose significance has become particu-
larly evident today. Under the conditions of the
armed aggression of the russian federation and the
occupation of part of Ukraine’s territory, there has
been a large-scale loss of cultural heritage — both
as a result of hostilities and through systematic
looting of museums, destruction of archaeological
sites, and devastation of cultural landscapes
caused by the construction of military facilities
and fortifications.

For this reason, tangible heritage in all its forms —
from movable artefacts and individual monu-
ments to natural and anthropogenic landscapes —
has become the focus of numerous civic, academic,
and educational initiatives aimed at safeguarding
it during the ongoing armed aggression (Ivanysko,
Kazakevych, Shydlovskyi 2024). Material objects —
movable and immovable assets, monuments, col-
lections, and architectural structures — are re-
garded as cultural property under the Convention
for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event
of Armed Conflict (The Hague Convention, 14
May 1954). According to this convention, the
States Parties are obliged to respect such property
during armed conflicts.

A special place within the structure of cultural
heritage belongs to archaeological heritage, which
has a specific legal status under both international
and national legislation. Archaeological sites are
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direct witnesses of ancient epochs; they reflect the
diversity of human culture and constitute a part of
the common heritage of humankind. At the same
time, archaeological sites are among the most vul-
nerable during wars and disasters: cultural layers
are non-renewable, and the information lost as
a result of their destruction disappears irreversi-
bly. The cultural layer of any archaeological site is
a unique testimony to the interaction between hu-
mans and their natural environment, reflecting
the sequence of changes in geological horizons
under the influence of human activity. Its destruc-
tion leads to the loss of the most crucial element
for future reconstructions — context, that is, the
spatial relationships and interactions between the
natural and artificial components of an archaeo-
logical complex.

The publication of materials devoted to the history
of material culture in a country at war is both nat-
ural and necessary. It not only contributes to the
documentation and preservation of published col-
lections but also enhances the social significance
of these objects in the present context. Such publi-
cations are especially important for archaeological
materials from territories currently under occupa-
tion or affected by ongoing hostilities. These re-
gions are undergoing profound transformations
caused by destruction, looting, militarization of
the cultural landscape, and environmental pollu-
tion. The presentation of such materials in scien-
tific circulation draws attention to the facts of cul-
tural landscape destruction while simultaneously
demonstrating the diversity of heritage now at
risk of loss.

Among the numerous civic and academic initia-
tives aimed at studying and preserving material
heritage, a significant role is played by the Depart-
ment of Archaeology and Museology, Archaeolog-
ical Museum of Taras Shevchenko National Uni-
versity of Kyiv and the Centre for Paleoethnologi-
cal Research. Their work encompasses a wide
range of activities — from direct field investiga-
tions of archaeological sites to participation in leg-
islative initiatives and the representation of



Ukrainian material heritage at the interna-
tional level.

Field research conducted by the Department of
Archaeology and Museum Studies has traditional-
ly served as the foundation for summer field prac-
tice programs for students from various higher ed-
ucation institutions. During these field trainings,
students have the opportunity to become acquaint-
ed with the latest discoveries in Ukrainian archae-
ology, master fieldwork methodologies, and take
part in scientific projects. In recent years, several
of the Department’s expeditions have evolved into
full-fledged field schools, where a new generation
of researchers of Ukraine’s archaeological herit-
age is being trained.

One of the most notable examples of this format is
the Mezhyrich Expedition, which includes not on-
ly systematic excavations of the well-known Upper
Palaeolithic mammoth-hunters’ settlement but al-
so extensive survey work aimed at identifying pre-
historic sites in the surrounding region. Among
the most significant results of recent years are the
discovery of several Bronze Age sites, a number of
Trypillian settlements, and Neolithic campsites —
some of which have preserved cultural layers that
make them highly promising for future stationary
investigations (Tsvirkun et al. 2022; Shydlovskyi,
Gladkikh 2024).

Within the framework of the expedition, several
research teams have been formed, where young ar-
chaeologists — M. Chymyrys, A. Derhai, A. Husak,
and K. Sharapova — undergo professional train-
ing and conduct their own investigations. At the
same time, another group of young researchers —
T. Loznytsia, O. Ivanova, L. Yeredenko, and B. Fes-
enko — is responsible for the three-dimensional
documentation of stratigraphy and exposed ar-
chaeological layers at the sites under study.

The excavations at the Mezhyrich Palaeolithic site
have become a genuine testing ground for the ap-
plication and verification of a range of natural-sci-
entific and digital research methods. The good
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preservation of organic materials allows for the
regular use of archaeozoological analysis of faunal
remains found in the site’s features, as well as radi-
ocarbon dating of samples taken from various lay-
ers and structures of the complex (Shydlovskyi,
Tsvirkun, Chymyrys 2023; Chu, Shydlovskyi, Mai-
er 2025). An important component of both the sci-
entific research of the site and the student training
process is the development and mastery of
three-dimensional documentation methods for
the cultural layers and archaeological features of
the settlement. The use of Total Station surveying
to record the precise location of each find, fol-
lowed by the creation of a database and the con-
version of data into a 3D format, is carried out in
parallel with photographic documentation and
photogrammetry of individual sections of the cul-
tural layers and various site features (Fig. 7).

The establishment of a research hub based on the
Mezhyrich Expedition, which has brought togeth-
er specialists dedicated to the study of archaeolog-
ical heritage, became possible thanks to the sup-
port of the international project “Ukrainian Histo-
ry — Global Initiative (UHGI)” (https://youtu.
be/3XAKJthbUzM?si=sq3CdON1habQDKhA).

A significant contribution to the development of
the Department’s research has been made by Prof.
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R. Terpylovskyi, Assoc. Prof. Ye. Synytsia, Assis-
tants Ya. Volodarets-Urbanovych, M. Kublii, and
Specialist T. Loznytsia, who conduct field and lab-
oratory investigations of Early Medieval sites.
Among the sites where their work has been carried
out are the Khodosivka Archaeological Complex
and the Sofiivska Borshchahivka settlement (Kyiv
region), Pastyrske hillfort (Cherkasy region),
Medzhybizh Castle (Khmelnytskyi region), and
the Komariv settlement (Chernivtsi region).

The Komariv Expedition of the Institute of Ar-
chaeology of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine is another field project conducted with the
participation of the Department and has the poten-
tial to become a full-fledged field school where fu-
ture archaeologists receive practical training. For
the second consecutive year, within the framework
of this expedition, students of the Department
have had the opportunity to take part in the joint
Polish-Ukrainian scientific and educational pro-
ject “Polish-Ukrainian Summer School Shared
Heritage” (Polsko-ukrainiska szkota letnia Wspélne
Dziedzictwo). This project is implemented in close
cooperation with the Institute of Archaeology of
the NAS of Ukraine and the Laboratory of Eastern
European Archaeology at the University of War-
saw. It involves participants from four Ukrainian
universities, including Taras Shevchenko National
University of Kyiv. The project is supervised by
Ye. Synytsia on behalf of the Department (Fig. 8).

The Komariv Expedition of the Institute of Ar-
chaeology of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine, led by Oleh Petrauskas, is investigating
a cluster of Late Roman-period sites, among
which the Komariv settlement, Buzovytsia 1, and
the Komariv 1 cemetery should be noted. The
Komariv settlement is interpreted as a production
outpost within barbarian Europe, Buzovyt-
sia 1 represents the remains of an administrative
centre, and Komariv 1 is a Cherniakhiv-culture
cemetery contemporaneous with the settlements.
The exceptional character of these archaeological
sites has sparked heightened interest in the com-
plex among both professionals and students.

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The program of the Summer School for 2024-2025
included three successive stages. The first stage
was theoretical and consisted of a series of lectures
delivered by Ukrainian and Polish researchers.
The second stage was practical, involving archaeo-
logicalfieldwork atthe Komarivand Komariv 1sites,
post-excavation processing of materials, excur-
sions to historical and cultural landmarks of
Northern Bessarabia, and several specialized lec-
tures. The third stage focused on summarizing the
results of the previous stages and preparing and
delivering presentations by the participants, high-
lighting the outcomes of the school’s work. Over-
all, participation in the Summer School signifi-
cantly contributed to the professional develop-
ment of our students, expanded their academic
horizons, and provided valuable practical experi-
ence. We sincerely hope that this partnership will
continue successfully in the coming years (https://
surli.cc/uxxhtt).
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At the Medzhybizh Complex, within the frame-
work of the Terra Amadociae research project, not
only archaeological field practices but also educa-
tional seminars for young researchers are conduct-
ed under the title “Medzhybizh Archaeological:
At the Crossroads of Ages and Centuries.” These
seminars are aimed at developing professional
competencies in the fields of archaeology and cul-
tural heritage.

With the beginning of the full-scale invasion of
Ukraine by the Russian Federation, an important
component of the activities of the Department of
Archaeology and Museology and the Centre for
Paleoethnological Research has become the imple-
mentation of monitoring studies aimed at assess-
ing the scale of losses of cultural heritage objects
caused by the war. On the initiative of the Depart-
ment’s staff, the Archaeological Landscapes Moni-
toring Group was established, joined by represent-
atives of various academic and public organiza-
tions (Buiskykh, Shydlovskyi, Ivakin 2023).

The primary focus of the Group has been the iden-
tification and documentation of cases of archaeo-
logical sites destruction, since official heritage pro-
tection bodies and most public initiatives have
primarily concentrated on recording the losses of
visible cultural heritage objects — such as archi-
tectural monuments, religious buildings, and mu-
seum collections. In contrast, documenting dam-
age to archaeological areas, particularly cultural
layers with no surface manifestations, required
the coordinated efforts of professional archaeolo-
gists capable of providing expert assessments of
the degree of destruction affecting such “non-visi-
ble” sites.

From the first months of the Group’s work, it be-
came evident that the direct application of inter-
national monitoring methodologies developed in
Iraq and Afghanistan was largely ineffective under
the specific conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian
war. While in the semi-desert regions of the Mid-
dle East the destruction of sites can be easily de-
tected using aerial and satellite imagery, in
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Ukraine’s forested and forest-steppe landscapes,
with their rapid seasonal vegetation growth, these
methods prove insufficient — and access to rele-
vant data is extremely limited. Therefore, the key
research tool became on-site field documentation,
conducted directly at the locations of damage.
Staff members and students of the Department ac-
tively participated in recording the destruction of
heritage sites in the Kyiv area and in the liberated
territories of the Kyiv and Chernihiv regions, made
possible by their accessibility and relative distance
from the front line (Shydlovskyi, Telizhenko, Ivak-
in 2022; 2023).

The monitoring activities of the Department have
acquired an international dimension through col-
laboration with foreign academic institutions and
researchers. In particular, initiatives for docu-
menting damage and disseminating research re-
sults were carried out within the framework of the
project “Archaeological Landscapes Monitoring -
Presentation of Activities and Results”, supported
by the Goethe-Institut. The out-
comes of this work were published
in the specialized volume “Cultur-
al Heritage and War: Challenges
and Solutions” (Shydlovskyi, Iva-
nova 2023).

An important component of this activity has been
cooperation with the University of Notre Dame
(USA), particularly with Professors Ian Kuijt and
William Donaruma, who conducted detailed pho-
to and video documentation of damaged archaeo-
logical landscapes heritage
sites (Fig. 9).

The research, which were held in association with
Institute of Archaeology of the NAS of Ukraine,
primarily focused on visible archaeological sites —
hillforts, ramparts, and burial mounds. Destruc-
tion was documented at a number of Old Rus’ sites,
including Tumasch (Novi Bezradychi), Bilhorod
Kyivskyi (Bilohorodka village), Makariv hillfort
(Makariv town), Vyshhorod, Oster hillfort, and the
Old Rus’ burial mound cemetery Boldyni Hory

dosivka Scythian hillfort. In parallel, the team re-
corded damage to architectural monuments in the
Zhytomyr and Chernihiv regions — in particular,
the nineteenth-century wooden church in Viaziv-
ka (Korosten district), the remains of the founda-
tions of St. George’s Church (11th cent.) in Oster,
the brick church of the early twentieth century in
Lukashivka (Ivanivka community), and several
cultural centers in the villages of Ivanivka,
Lukashivka, and Yahidne (Chernihiv region) (Shy-
dlovskyi, Kuijt, Skorokhod et al. 2023; Kuijt, Shyd-
lovskyi, Donaruma 2024) (Fig. 10).

Field research was accompanied by the recording
of oral testimonies from local residents regarding
the occupation and destruction of religious build-
ings. These materials were later used in short films
created for an international audience on the Wit-
ness in the Film channel, produced by Professors

These University of Notre Dame
researchers have repeatedly visited
Taras Shevchenko National Uni-
versity of Kyiv, giving lectures on
the preservation of cultural heritage and resilience
in wartime. As they note, their mission is to “make
visible, to show the world the destruction caused by
this terrible war” (https://knu.ua/en/news/12952).

On 9 April 2025, the Faculty of History at KNU
hosted a scholarly discussion entitled “Ukrainian
Culture and Heritage at Risk: International and
Ukrainian Perspectives”, organized by the Depart-
ment of Archaeology and Museology in coopera-
tion with the Institute of Archaeology of the NAS
of Ukraine (S. Telizhenko, I. Zotsenko), NaUKMA
(O. Ivanova), and professors from the University of
Notre Dame (https://knu.ua/en/news/13578). The
event presented the results of monitoring work
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and discussed international approaches to protect-
ing cultural heritage during wartime (https://surli.
cc/lorxue, https://surli.cc/tibwyr). For his active
engagement and significant contribution to rais-
ing awareness of the situation in Ukraine interna-
tionally, Professor Ian Kuijt was awarded the title
of Honorary Doctor of Taras Shevchenko National
University of Kyiv by the University’s Academic
Council on 6 October 2025.

Since its establishment, the Archaeological Land-
scapes Monitoring Group has scaled up its activi-
ties, expanded its geographic reach, and created
regional centres for documenting heritage damage.
Staff and students of the Department actively par-
ticipate in rescue and conservation work at nation-
ally significant sites, including the Oster hillfort
and Bilhorod Kyivskyi. The monitoring missions
have also provided the foundation for the project
of the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine: “Material and Spiritual Losses of the Pop-
ulation of Ukrainian Polissia Resulting from the
Russian-Ukrainian War and Their Mitigation”,
launched in 2025 (executed by Taras Shevchenko
National University of Kyiv). The project aims to
identify, characterize, and assess the material and
spiritual losses of communities in the Polissia re-
gions of Zhytomyr, Kyiv, and Chernihiv oblasts
caused by the war, as well as to develop measures
aimed at their mitigation (Trachuk et al. 2025).

The materials obtained during field research and
monitoring missions have significantly enriched
the collections of different museum funds, the Ar-
chaeological Museum of Taras Shevchenko Na-
tional University of Kyiv in particular, which has
now become one of the centres for implementing
innovative methods for studying archaeological
collections. One of the key areas of the muse-
um’s work is bioarchaeological research of anthro-
pological collections from the Bronze Age to the
Early Iron Age, carried out using methods of phys-
ical anthropology, osteodontoscopy, and paleoge-
netics (K. Sharapova). Ancient DNA analyses are
conducted in collaboration with the Lazzaro Spal-
lanzani Laboratory, Department of Biology and
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Biotechnology, University of Pavia (Italy). Within
the framework of the “Ukrainian History Global
Initiative (UHGI)” project, samples from prehistor-
ic sites were selected for radiocarbon and paleoge-
netic analyses in European laboratories.

The Department of Archaeology and Museum
Studies, together with the Archaeological Muse-
um of KNU, is actively developing digital ap-
proaches to the preservation and documentation
of archaeological heritage, which have become
particularly important under conditions of full-
scale war. The digitalization of cultural heritage
objects ensures the long-term preservation of sci-
entific information in electronic form and makes it
accessible to the international community (Fig. 11).

Since 2022, the Department has been testing vari-
ous methods for digitizing the Archaeological
Museum’s collections. Department staff have par-
ticipated in the international initiative “3D Histo-
ry for Ukraine”, aimed at preserving archaeologi-
cal heritage through 3D scanning (P. Shydlovskyi,
I. Chechulina). The project was implemented as
online presentations involving an international
audience and included fundraising to purchase
Ukraine’s first high-precision 3D laser scanner,
fully optimized for archaeological research
(https://surli.cc/hehonl, https://surli.cc/gverzo).

In 2023-2024, in partnership with the Archaic and
CyArk public organizations at Jagiellonian Uni-
versity (Krakéw), training courses were held for
students, postgraduate students, and staff of the
Department, focusing on 3D modelling, preparing
results for publication, and data management.
These activities were part of the “Ukrainian Herit-
age Digitization and Dissemination Initiative” (UH-
DDI), which is itself a component of the broader
Preserving Ukrainian Legacy Initiative, imple-
mented under the support program of the U.S.
Embassy Fund “Ukraine Cultural Heritage Re-

sponse” (https://surli.cc/csnfbj).

Within the programs of the German Archaeologi-

cal Institute (DAI, https://surli.cc/pszokp) and

UHDDI, a portion of the Archaeological Museum
of KNU collections was digitized,
particularly prehistoric artefacts
(Palaeolithic-Bronze Age), which
have been made publicly accessi-
ble (https://surli.cc/piwipy).

In addition to archaeological artefacts, 3D scan-
ning and modelling have been applied to cultural
heritage objects, including the re-
mains of the fourth dwelling of the
Mezhyrich site and the cultural
layers of Stone Age sites (https://
skfb.ly/pyAQX,  https://skfb.ly/

pBLZv) (Fig. 12).

In 2025, the project Erasmus+: Cooperation Part-
nerships in Higher Education (ID KA220-HED-
FDAA99B4) “Al-enabled Citizen Participation in
University-driven Ukrainian Cultural Heritage
Safeguarding (AISTER)” was launched. Taras

Shevchenko National University of Kyiv is one of
the consortium members, which also includes the
University of Luxembourg, the University of Lat-
via, and the international organisations
Web2Learn and Stichting EUROPEANA (https://

surli.cc/cglujv).

In addition to the core team from the Faculty of
History, the project involves representatives of the
Faculty of Radiophisics (A. Konovalov) and the
Faculty of Journalism (Yu. Shafarenko). The team
from the Department and the Museum includes
P. Shydlovskyi, S.Ivanysko, Ye. Synytsia, K. Treti-
ak, L. Samoilenko, and T. Loznytsia. Project aim —
to strengthen the capacities of European Higher
Education Institutions in Artificial Intelligence
(AI) and citizen participation for safeguarding cul-
tural heritage in emergency contexts. Specific ob-
jectives of AISTER include: fostering interdiscipli-
nary synergies among computer science, cultural
heritage studies, and the social sciences, thereby

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stimulating innovation in teaching and learning
within university settings; enhancing cooperation
between academia and policymakers in the EU
and Ukraine on applying Al and citizen participa-
tion to cultural heritage safeguarding during

emergencies (https://www.facebook.com/share/
p/1BbwztRM5K/).

AISTER focuses on expanding current perspec-
tives on the use of Al technologies in crises, ensur-
ing the preservation and future accessibility of cul-
tural assets, and increasing the resilience of the
Ukrainian cultural sector during the ongoing war.
Its practical goals include developing Al-based al-
gorithms for the synthesis, typology creation, and
mapping of data on cultural heritage sites dam-
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aged by the war, as well as strengthening public
engagement in their safeguarding (https://knu.ua/
news/13811 ). Anchored in the core EU values en-
shrined in Article 2 of the Lisbon Treaty (2016)
and the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights (2012),
AISTER places special emphasis on integrating the
principles of human dignity, human rights, and
democracy into training activities for students and
staff of HEIs, as well as in workshops aimed at
Ukrainian higher education policymakers.

During training courses and field practices, stu-
dents of the Department acquire modern methods
for documenting and researching cultural heritage
objects, including laser total station surveying, 3D
documentation of archaeological materials, scan-
ning and modelling of museum objects. In March
2025, the Faculty of History and the Department of
Archaeology and Museum Studies organized a spe-
cialized course on cultural heritage protection for
military specialists.

The Centre for Paleoethnological Research has
joined the international project “Ukrainian Histo-
ry — Global Initiative (UHGI)”, led by Professor
Timothy Snyder, within the research capsule “Pre-
history: Humans in the Changing Pleistocene Envi-
ronment”. The program aims to develop a scientif-
ically grounded and accessible understanding of
the deep history of the territory of modern
Ukraine and its peoples. Participants include post-
graduate students and early-career researchers in
prehistoric archaeology (A.Dergai, D.Dudnyk,
A. Diachenko, D. Zhelaha, O. Ivanova, M. Chymy-
rys, K. Sharapova).

Within the framework of the project, field re-
search of Stone Age sites, laboratory processing of
materials, and analyses are conducted, including
radiocarbon and paleogenetic testing of organic
materials in the laboratories of Bern, Zurich, and
Kiel. During the international UHGI conference
“Early Life on Earth and Early Humans in the
Lands of Ukraine” (Kyiv, 9-11 September 2025),
P. Shydlovskyi presented Centre’s activity in the
field of prehistoric archaeology in Ukraine

A key aspect of the Department’s contemporary
activities is participation in the registration of tan-
gible heritage objects in Ukraine under the ongo-
ing challenges of wartime conditions. Special at-
tention has been given to the identification and of-
ficial recording of cultural heritage objects.
Department staff K.O. Tretiak and P.S. Shyd-
lovskyi regularly participate in the Expert Com-
mission on Cultural Heritage Inventory under the
Ministry of Culture and Strategic Communica-
tions of Ukraine. The Department contributed to
the creation of a standardized tool — a survey tem-
plate for documenting the condition of archaeo-
logical sites and assessing the degree of their dam-
age. This task is implemented within the frame-
work of the UNESCO program “Safeguarding
Cultural Heritage in Ukraine: Enhancing Monitor-
ing, Emergency Response, and Preparedness for
Damaged Cultural and Natural Heritage Sites.”
An important component of the Department’s ex-
pert activities is also engagement in parliamentary
discussions on legislative initiatives in the field of
cultural heritage protection. In particular, staff
participated in the review of Draft Law No. 12309
in the Committee on Humanitarian and Informa-
tion Policy of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.
This law, “On Amendments to Certain Laws of
Ukraine in Connection with the Ratification of the
Council of Europe Convention on Offenses Relating
to Cultural Property” (registration No. 12309,
12 December 2024), aims to implement the provi-
sions of the Nicosia Convention into Ukrainian
legislation.

An important area of the Department’s work is re-
search and publication activities aimed at study-
ing, understanding, and popularizing lost archi-
tectural heritage. Notably, two fundamental mon-
ographs by K. Tretiak were published: “Phantoms
of Historical Ensembles of Kyiv” (2025) and “Frag-
ments of Kyiv” (2025). Both works make a signifi-
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cant contribution to the study of urban space trans-
formations and the preservation of the historical
and architectural image of the capital of Ukraine.

The tangible heritage constitutes an integral
source for understanding the human past — the
development of technologies, social structures,
worldviews, and the interaction between humans
and their natural environment. It forms the foun-
dation of historical memory, serves as an object of
scholarly inquiry, and requires preservation, inter-
pretation, and re-interpretation in accordance
with contemporary methodological approaches.
Long-term research on the material culture of past
societies in Ukraine has made it possible to syn-
thesise and publish the results in a series of collec-
tive monographs and textbooks. Thus, the depart-
ment’s faculty members (Ye. Synytsia, Ya. Volo-
darets-Urbanovych, M. Kublij) contributed to the
publication of the scholarly volume Empires and
Barbarians (Skyba 2024). Ye. Synytsia co-authored
the monumental collective monograph The
Ukrainian Multifrontier, which proposes a new
perspective on Ukrainian history (Hromenko
2024), two history study guides for school students,
The Small Timeline and The Great Timeline
(Hlodz 2024), as well as the educational edition
Navigator to the History of Ukraine, issued within
the publishing and educational project “Portal”
(Tseunov, Synytsia, Kachur 2025).

While previous issues of the VITA ANTIQUA al-
manakh focused on monitoring the loss of cultural
heritage in wartime conditions (Shydlovskyi, Iva-
nova 2023) and methods for researching and docu-
menting cultural heritage objects (Shydlovskyi,
Diachenko 2024), the current collection concen-
trates on individual artefacts, sites, and collections
that are of significant scholarly interest but have
not yet received adequate coverage in the academ-
ic literature. The volume “Tangible Heritage of An-
cient Times : approaches, contexts, interpretations”
brings together research results spanning a broad
chronological range and representing diverse ap-
proaches to the study of material sources. The arti-
cles reflect both field discoveries and analytical
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observations, as well as theoretical syntheses
aimed at understanding the patterns of material
culture development.

Particular attention is given to the critical reassess-
ment of twentieth-century research, including
methods for reconstructing ancient technologies,
social practices, and rituals. The contributions
demonstrate the variety of scholarly approaches to
interpreting archaeological assemblages, consider-
ing their spatial, cultural, and symbolic contexts.
The thematic scope encompasses a wide array of
topics — from technological traditions of Upper
Palaeolithic communities and Bronze Age funer-
ary practices to aspects of classical antiquity and
medieval material culture, museum collections,
and the current state of archaeological research.
This structure allows for a multidimensional rep-
resentation of contemporary studies of ancient
heritage in Ukraine.

The core section of the volume opens with articles
analysing archaeological materials from prehistor-
ic sites investigated in the 1950s-1980s. The first
contribution is by D. Dudnyk, prepared within
the framework of the German Archaeological In-
stitute (DAI) scholarship program as part of the
“Documenting, Recording and Saving Ukrainian Ar-
chaeological Heritage” project. The article exam-
ines the typological, technological, and functional
characteristics of a specific category of lithic tools
from the Mizyn site — burins (Dudnyk 2025).

An important block of the volume is devoted to
publications of archaeological materials from
frontline and temporarily occupied territories.
Three subsequent articles focus on burial sites of
the steppe region of Ukraine. In particular, the ar-
ticle by H. Yevdokymov, N. Danylko, and S. Pus-
tovalov presents materials from burial mound ex-
cavations near Myroliubivka village, Kherson re-
gion, conducted by H. Yevdokymov in the 1960s
(Yevdokymov, Danylko, Pustovalov 2025).
Yevdokymov (1947-2001), a graduate of the Ar-
chaeology Department of Archaeology, Taras
Shevchenko State University of Kyiv, was a promi-
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nent researcher of Chalcolithic, Bronze Age, and
Early Iron Age cultures, author of the concept of
the early Catacomb type of monuments in Lower
Dnipro, and a proponent of a three-part periodiza-
tion of Catacomb burials in the Northern Black
Sea region. The next article by S. Pustovalov and
N. Danylko publishes materials from two burial
mounds in the currently occupied Skadovsk dis-
trict. The detailed analysis of 25 burials provides
insights into aspects of Bronze Age material cul-
ture in the Syvash region and constitutes an im-
portant source for studying cultural heritage and
landscapes significantly transformed by war and
occupation (Pustovalov, Danylko 2025).

A.Dubiaha’s article presents a comparative
analysis of the funerary rituals of the Donetsk and
Middle Don Catacomb cultures, further developing
and refining the conceptual framework proposed
by S.N. Bratchenko, a classic scholar of Catacomb
antiquities (Dubiaha 2025). The section on
prehistoric ~ archaeology  concludes  with
a publication by A. Dergai and O. Makodzeba,
presenting materials from the Middle Dnipro
Iskovshchyna settlement excavated by M. Bondar
in 1960-1962. The analysis of the collapse of
a single vessel from this site, part of the so-called
Kaniv cluster of Corded Ware culture settlements,
allows a deeper understanding of the cultural-
chronological relationships of ceramic complexes
in the region (Dergai, Makodzeba 2025).

The next chapter, “Classical Antiquity”, is devoted
to the study of the Greco-Roman culture and its
influence on ancient societies in the territory of
modern Ukraine. It opens with I. Prudko’s article
on the treasure of dolphin coins now obtained by
the Archaeological Museum of Kyiv University
(Prudko 2025). In I. Chechulina’s article, the
analysis of interrelations between metal vase and
ceramic production technologies reveals the
complexity of ancient Greek society, where
different artisanal and artistic practices interacted
to create highly refined and aesthetically
sophisticated  objects  still today
(Chechulina 2025). The section concludes with an

admired
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article by S. Syvuk devoted to a comprehensive
analysis of the historiography of studies on Roman
metal vessels discovered at sites of the Chernyakhiv
culture in Ukraine. The paper examines the
chronological and historical aspects of the arrival
of Roman vessels into the barbarian milieu, as
well as issues related to their functional purpose,
particularly in the context of the so-called ‘drinking
set” The author outlines the current state of
research on the topic and identifies promising
directions for further study (Syvuk 2025).

The third chapter, “Museum Collections”, focuses
on the preservation, attribution, and representation
of artifacts. It opens with an article by
Ya. Volodarets-Urbanovych on Early Medieval
ornaments from the Kherson Regional Museum,
looted by occupying forces in November 2022. The
study aims to systematically document the full
range of information on lost artifacts, whose data
may have been destroyed or damaged (Volodarets-
Urbanovych 2025). N.Kravchenko’s article
examines the exhibition of hunting culture
artifacts in Saxon museums, emphasizing
environmental considerations as a conceptual
foundation for modern museum displays
(Kravchenko 2025).

The final section addresses contemporary issues in
the representation of cultural heritage in both
scholarly and public spheres. A. Radchenko and
S. Radchenko present a scientometric analysis of
current archaeological periodicals in Ukraine,
comparing domestic practices with European
standards, where descriptive reporting gives way
to analytical and synthetic presentation, and
metadata systems aim to reach the broadest
possible audience (Radchenko A., Radchenko
C. 2025).

The volume concludes with an analytical review of
key findings from three expert roundtables
organised under AISTER project in 2025.
Discussions explored the opportunities and risks
of using artificial intelligence for safeguarding
cultural heritage in crisis contexts, including
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documentation, data management, and citizen
engagement. Published recommendations include
integrating AI ethics into curricula, promoting
small-scale open models, strengthening community
resilience, and prioritising pre-crisis digitization
(Laksa-Timinska, Reinsone, Zarin§ 2025).

The volume is intended for archaeologists,
historians, museum specialists, cultural heritage
professionals, and all readers interested in the
evolution of material culture and contemporary
approaches to its study and preservation.
